Implicit in the college's
mission statement is producing completers qualified to perform in their fields of
study. Therefore, open admissions provide the first step to qualifying entrance
into a program of choice while recognizing varying abilities and backgrounds of
students. Developmental courses are used to bridge the gaps between students’
preparation and course/program requirements. Quality instructional programs
based on the assessment of learning outcomes provide the means for student
learning and fulfilling educational objectives.
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
