will need to retake all sections of the test for that score to be properly calculated by the
ATI system.

SELECTION CRITERIA OVERVIEW:

Selection Criteria is performance outcome based. The selection criterion consists of:

1) TEAS Overall Individual Adjusted Score (100% = 100 points)
Overall Individual Adjusted score Minimum is 58.7% or higher.

2) TEAS Reading Score (100% = 100 points)
Reading score requirement is 65.0% or higher.

3) TEAS Science Score (100% = 100 points)
Science score requirement is 50.0% or higher.

4) GPA requirements: (4.0 = 40 points)
Overall GPA requirement is 2.5 or higher.

5) Formal Interview (100% = 100 points)
Based on Interview rubric.
